empowered to nurture and reproduce, while others are disempowered” (Ginsburg and Rapp 1995:3)

*The hierarchical organization of reproductive health, fecundity, birth experiences, and child rearing that
supports and rewards the maternity of some women, while despising or outlawing the mother-work of

others (Rapp 2001: 469)

Questions:
Who is normatively entitled to refuse childbearing, to be a parent, to be a caretaker,
to have other caretakers for their children, to give nurture or to give culture (or both)?
Who defines the body of the nation into which the next generation is recruited? Who
is considered to be in that national body, who is out of it?

This concept helps us see the arrangements by which some reproductive futures are
valued while others are despised. (Ginsburg and Rapp1995:3)
